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Contemporary NW artists featured at Jordan Schnitzer Museum of Art 
EUGENE, Ore. -- (Sept. 7, 2007) —The Jordan Schnitzer Museum of Art (JSMA) will display works of six contemporary artists from Oregon and Washington in "NewArt Northwest," on display from Oct. 6  to Dec. 30. 
The exhibit will open with a free, preview reception from 5:30 p.m. to 8 p.m. on Friday, Oct. 5, at the museum, 1430 Johnson Lane. Musical entertainment provided by the Toby Koenigsberg Trio.
“'NewArt Northwest' examines a scope of artistic mediums and coherent bias I found in a sweeping search of contemporary art in Oregon and Washington,” said exhibit curator Lawrence Fong, the JSMA curator of American and Regional Art. “Each artist featured possesses an intense, artistic identity."
On display are the works of Seattle artists Richard Hutter (collage, acrylic on canvas), Betsy Eby (dry graphite and encaustic) and Mark Zirpel (glass, kinetic sculpture); Portland artist Eugenia Pardue (acrylic); and Eugene artists Anya Kivarkis (metal) and David Willis (glass). 
In addition, Eby will discuss encaustic, or hot wax painting, on Oct. 6 at 2 p.m.; Kivarkis, visiting assistant professor in the UO department of art, will lecture about her recent studio work on Nov. 7, at 6 p.m.; and Hutter will explore the intersection of floral imagery and artistic composition that defines his work on Nov. 14 at 6 p.m. A preview screening of "Art21" – Season Four on Oct. 10, a contemporary chamber music concert on Oct. 17 and a curator’s talk on Oct. 24 complete the fall programming.
Museum hours are 11 a.m. to 8 p.m. Wednesdays and 11 a.m. to 5 p.m. Thursdays through Sundays. Admission is $5 for adults, $3 for senior citizens, high school students and non-UO college students.
